
Share how you feel about the topic of being refined. Is it
something you avoid or accept head on (or somewhere
inbetween)?

Read 1 Cor 3:10-18. What does this stir up in you? Take some time after reading the passage
to pay attention to what the Holy Spirit is wanting to show you? If appropriate, share some
of what you heard. What do you want to do with these words and truth? Maybe you need to
talk to someone this coming week or spend time along with God to press into it more. Take
time now to determine what you want to do with it!

PRACTICE

Pray about how this can bring joy (a deep inner gladness). It's such a contrast to think of
being refined with joy, but this is what God promises. Pray about God's will being done and
the coming joy it produces.

PRAY TOGETHER

Garth talked about experiencing the 'fullness of
God' being like two sides of a coin. On one side it's
about repentance and judgment. On the other side
it's about salvation and encouragement. Are you
experiencing the fullness of God in your life?
Identify and share some things that may be
blocking the completeness God offers.
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What is your understanding
of the gospel? Discuss and
define the 5 options. Are
they all true and complete?
